3-D Cell Model

Each student will be creating a 3-d cell model. They may choose to do either a plant or animal cell. The students will be getting several diagrams in class. They can also use the websites listed at the bottom of the page.
The cell model must be 3-D (not drawn on paper). Be creative! Along with the cell model, the students need to accurately label each basic part (nucleus, chloroplast, cytoplasm, cell wall, cell membrane, and vacuole)  and describe its function.

*IMPORTANT: The cell must be able to stay in the classroom without rotting or smelling. In other words, don’t make it out of eggs or Jell-o that will melt.

All of the writing must be in the students own words, NOT PLAGERIZED! I want to see that the students actually understand the function of each cell part.
