HOMEWORK POLICY
I assign homework when I feel it will benefit the students and reinforce content. My homework will be posted on my website for all to view. I do not assign science homework every night. Students begin the marking period with 100 points for their homework. Homework assignments should be turned in on the date I designate as the due date. Points are deducted from the homework grade if a student:


-cheats or copies from another student, 5 points are deducted.

-does not hand in homework, 5 points are deducted.


-hands in incomplete homework, 3 points are deducted.


-hands in homework that is carelessly done, 2 points are deducted.

In addition, late projects or papers results in 10 points off the student’s grade each day the project or paper is late.
