LAB  REPORT  FORMAT 
PROBLEM (PURPOSE):  It is to be written as a question as to what you are curious about, or as a sentence clearly stating the purpose of the experiment.

HYPOTHESIS: State your educated guess or unproved theory. It is what you think the answer to the problem may be. It does not have to be correct.

PROCEDURE:  This is a list of steps that you will perform to test if your hypothesis is correct. It is to be as detailed and precise as possible and is to include a list of all materials necessary to perform the experiment. Make sure you identify what the independent and dependent variables were as well as any constants or controls if applicable.
OBSERVATIONS AND RESULTS: Show all data collected in an organized fashion (list, table, graph are examples). Explain what happened when you carried out the experiment. 

CONCLUSION: Explain if the results supported your hypothesis. If the results did not support your hypothesis, provide explanations as to why you believe they did not support the hypothesis. Whether or not your hypothesis was supported, explain what changes you might make to your experiment if you were to repeat the experiment.

	The purpose is clearly identified and stated in a complete sentence or question

	The hypothesis is written as a complete sentence and is relevant to the experiment and reflects an understanding of the experiment.

	PROCEDURE

	Variables, controls, constants are properly identified. Procedures are detailed. All necessary materials are listed

	OSERVATIONS AND RESULTS
	8  points
	Observations are written in complete sentences and reflects a thorough understanding of the experiment. Data is accurate, complete an neatly compiled. Effective use is made of graphs, charts and/or tables.

	CONCLUSION
	8 Points
	The conclusion is a brief paragraph (about 4 sentences) that clearly relates back to the purpose and hypothesis. Suggestions for improvements are detailed should a repeat experiment be conducted.

	8  Points
	Lab report is typed and uses correct headings. Font type is between 12 and 16. Complete sentences are used with correct capitalization and punctuation. No more than 5 spelling or grammar mistakes are made in entire report.
