Expository Outline:

I. Intro
a. Attention Getter:  Same as five paragraph essay
b. Background:
i. Include the quote or adage
ii. Explain your connection to the topic
1. Keep it very limited
c. Thesis
i. What are you trying to prove?
ii. What are you being asked to write about?
II. Personal Experience
a. Explain a personal experience that is related to the topic
i. You are explaining, not retelling the story
ii. Only include details that are related to your topic
b. Explain the connection to the topic
i. Show the reader how it relates to the topic (don’t assume the reader knows what you are talking about or has had similar experiences)
III. Connect the topic to a piece of film, music, literature, math, science, or history (observation)
a. Explain the connection to the topic
i. Keep the details that are related to the topic
b. Explain how the connection is related to the topic
i. Explain why you think that this example is related to the topic
ii. Assume the reader has never heard of the film, music, book, math, history or science
IV. Conclusion
a. Restate Thesis
i. Look to the original thesis in the introductory paragraph and reword the sentence
ii. Remember that in the original thesis you were explaining what you “were” going to do and in the conclusion you are stating what you “did” do.
b. Restate your examples 
i. Personal: quick reminder of the example you provided
ii. Observation: quick reminder of the example you provided
c. Personal opinion, clincher
